All of the buildings 
have restrooms and wheelchair access and food services in some of the buildings. Buildings include 
National Museum of the American Indian, The Castile or Smithsonian Institution Building, Arthur M 
Sackler Gallery, Freer Gallery of Art, National Portrait Gallery, Hirschhorn Museum and Sculpture 
Garden, National Air & Space Museum, National Gallery of Art, National Museum of American History 
and National Museum of Natural History.
