Eastern State Penitentiary

Eastern State Penitentiary was once the most famous and expensive prison in the world, but stands
today in ruin, a haunting world of crumbling cellblocks and empty guard towers. Its vaulted, sky-lit cells
held nearly 85,000 people over its long history, including bank robber "Slick Willie" Sutton and
"Scarface" Al Capone.

The general interest tour highlights Eastern State’s 142-year history, revolutionary and influential
architecture, and stories of people who lived and worked in the building while setting the stage for
conversations about criminal justice reform today.
