Launched in 1943, the aircraft carrier USS Intrepid fought in World War II, surviving five kamikaze attacks 
and one torpedo strike. The ship later served in the Cold War and Vietnam. Intrepid was decommissioned 
in 1974. 

Complex is a dynamic, interactive and educational journey for all ages. The museum’s mission is to honor 
our heroes, educate the public and inspire our youth. 
 

The Space Shuttle Pavilion highlights the space shuttle Enterprise, the prototype NASA orbiter that paved 
the way for the space shuttle program. Seventeen dynamic exhibit zones feature original artifacts, 
photographs, audio and films. 

The USS Growler is the only American diesel-powered strategic missile submarine open to the public. The 
Growler offers museum visitors a firsthand look at life aboard a submarine and a close-up inspection of the 
once “top-secret” missile command center 

Celebrate the 250th birthday of America with the Intrepid Museum's annual Fleet Week, this year July 5-8, 
2026!  Throughout the weekend, enjoy musical performances and explore a variety of displays, activities 
and demos from the military, including the U.S. Marine Corps, U.S. Coast Guard, Office of Naval Research 
and many more!
