Coe Hall is the historic centerpiece of Planting Fields Arboretum State Historic Park in Oyster Bay, Long 
Island, New York. It’s a grand Tudor Revival mansion built between 1918 and 1921 for wealthy estate 
owners William Robertson Coe and his wife Mai Rogers Coe, replacing an earlier house that burned 
down. The design—meant to evoke an old English country estate—features ornate period architecture 
and interiors showcasing craftsmanship and decorative arts from the 1920s. 

Take a driving tour of the neighborhoods and villages on Long Island’s South Fork including “The 
Hamptons” - the summer playground of the rich and famous. Famous residents include Jerry Seinfeld, 
Madonna, Calvin Klein, the Hiltons, Steven Spielberg, Kelly Ripa, Paul McCartney and more!  Enjoy the 
“lifestyles of the rich and famous” tour as you view the homes neighborhoods and towns where the 
rich and famous shop, relax and enjoy the fruits of their labor.  A stop is included at Coopers Beach, on 
the list of top 10 beaches in the US!
